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The XXXVIith A nnual Meeting of ithe Geological Society of Poland 
was devoted to  /the geological structure of the  Pieniny K lippen B elt of 
Poland. On Septem ber 19, 1963, the  Meeting was opened1 at Szczatwnica, 
w here lectures on the geological structure of the  P ieniny K lippen Belt 
of Poland, a w ell as on the hydrogeological, geochemical, balneotechnical 
and medical problem s of th e  m ineral w aters of Szczawnica, w ere1 deliver­
ed. O n Septem ber 20, 21 and 22 geological excursions to various parts 
of th e  Pieniny Klippen B elt and (its- vicinity w ere led. The problem s 
discussed during these excursion® were: the stratig raphy  of the Mesozoic 
and Palaeogene deposits of the P ieniny K lippen B elt and' of its border 
zome, the  geological structu re  and1 petrographic character of andesite in ­
trusions, the  m ineral composition and form ation of ore-bearing veins 
associated w ith  the andesdtes, the  relation of the M agura Nappe to  the 
P ieniny K lippen Belt, the stratigraphy, sedimentology and palaeobotanic 
character of the fresh-w ater Neogene (Miocene and Pliocene) deposits 
and, finally, the tectonic structu re  and origin of the  'Pieniny K lippen 
Belt.

About 300 geologists from  various parts of Poland, as w ell as from  
foreign countries participated in  the meeting and in the  field excursions. 
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
