T,i-lHte-Jirke formations or those rresembli:ng fangLo­
mera1i'!S characterized by .an uncertain genesis have 
for ,thoe fi'l1 t time -been encoun'tered ·in P.olaJlld whe.n 
dri1ll.ing at Wiszn'ioee, 'immediately above the orystal­
line Ibasement, lfnd 'under t he complex of effusLve 
and pyroclastic roc\{>s, 'I1his complex is apPToximate

.ponds to the Wollhyon~a aries according to the Soviet 
nomenc.latu'l'e, and pa'rtly to ,the Scandirnavian .s.pa­
.ragmites from oMo elv , This eries is .caUed the Wi,s,z­
;nice .series or 'the Slawaty.cze rSeries. As a 'result pf 
lIlumerous .drilliJngoS made in the eastern area of P.o­
land, ol'.her similar foQl11lations 'have been ascertained 
to OCCUT above ,the crysta.1liilne basement. DilStributiOin 
.of these fin<:ls is" at .present, <reSbricted' ·to two areas: 
1 - SE C1f .Bialystok - Zablud6w a'nd RajoSk, aJIld 2 
- NW o'f Wlodawa - Wiszn ice and Kaplonosy. Due 
.to the more dmportant exposures of tHlites within 
,t!he Bi a.lj'!StQk arrea, a ,p.ropOlSal .is suggested w give 
:ta1em the :name Bialystok ti:llite formatian. It appea:rs 
that 'in he arreas, where no ba-salt c{)ver exioS,ts-tiHtpe~ 
aTe absent, rSince they lWere not "preserved" by effu­
sive rocks, amd underwent erosion. 

Several basalt and cangloQlllerate i'nOOrC'alatians 
have been alSce:r·tained to occu'r :in tthe area of Biaiy­
stok, 'but it is 1Il0t known, whether they belong t{) 
tH'liotles. The t ilHites c.onsist of pebbl-es .of van-ious 
shapes and sizes .of -different .r-ocks. Basalts 'arul por­
phyries PTedominate. Gra:nodi<1r'ites and ~neisses occu'r 
in lesser amou'nts, CementinEt material -cansists of 
tuf.f.s. The ;peb.bles are fairly lWell r-ounded, but shaifp­
-edged fragments and fa~ed pebbles are also en­
oountered, Flat-iron-s'haped f.ragments, -haoving trun­
cated base or cilaTacfierized by thT-ee cut rwadlrS have 
been en-cou'l1'tered as well, l!Il addition, pebbles with 
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eoneave ~ls are 1ound, too. The sUTfa·ce {)If the !p()l"­
.phyry pebbles is .rough. spongy. :All the features men­
tIooed above should proOve the glacial. oQ11gin of the 
tU11tes. The ar.ra,nt;;ement of the pebbles in the ce­
mentl.Ilfi;material is in general oontiguou.s, but [ooee 
inteTsu.ces . between the pe!b'Jjl.es 81"e :a1&o eonooUllltered. 

Wi'thin ,t'he Wiodawa all'"ea, tlbe tU lite-like forma­
tlans are stTatified and are pr>Obably older in ag.e 
than fue tillites of the Bialystok region.
